How is the NRA reducing costs for the Meeting?How is the NRA reducing costs for the Meeting?
We have opted to issue 147 grain ammunition for all Target Rifle events as this reducesevent costs signifcantly, while still offering consistent performance at the distances shot. 
Also, we will be operating with a self-marking system for the Monday - Wednesday events,allowing us to reduce marker costs. For competitors who may not have marked targets priorto the Meeting, we will be offering training to ensure the event runs smoothly.
