Scoring: Inner 240mm ring: 5, anywhere else on target: 4 

Ready Position: Sitting position, rifle loaded with 10 rounds and made ready 

Procedure: Targets will make 5 exposures of 6 seconds, with a 5-10 second 

gap between exposures 

 On each exposure of the target, firers are to fire 2 shots
